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Zuidberg via embryo transfer and artificial insemination. He
still offers embryos from his top cows.

The Lettmair farm stands for dual purpose but this did not
affect milk production. His cows also had an excellent milk
production, in the top year 2003 the herd average was
9.953 kg milk with 4.04 % fat and 3.63 % protein.

Honorary posts & friends
His breeding efforts also brought about lots of honorary
posts, most of them Mr. Lettmair still occupies today:

• President of the milk producers association
Reichertshausen

• Hunting director
• Member of the board of management of Bavarian

Special friendships resulted from his contacts to foreign
visitors like Cornelis Derksen from South Africa. Despite of
linguistic barriers these friendships lasted for decades.

The highlights in the life of every Fleckvieh breeder are trips
to foreign countries, where one can broaden one’s mind
and at the same time can get away from it all. Hans Lettmair
managed to get away despite of the daily work on his farm
several times. He visited Great Britain, Canada and South
Africa (1986,1992). These trips had a great impact on his
life and that of his family.

Cow lines
Good cows do not automatically mean success on the male
side. Also Mr. Lettmair made this experience several times

during the 40 years of breeding activities. The nationally
and internationally used sires Sherif and Zeier were bred out
of his bull mothers. For beef production he bred the
internationally famous bulls Bavarian and Balu.

L-Line
The first embryos sold from the Lettmair-farm were embryos
from the Direktor-daughter Lilly. Whereas Lilly was a very
feminine not very muscled cow, her progeny showed more
muscularity. But Lilly brought about a very constant
pigmentation unlike most of the other cows from Germany.

Lilly – S: Direktor bought via the breeding association
Balu (S: Balist)
Loni – Horst-daughter
Lotte – Egol-daughter
Lilian – 669.4 kg slaughter weight (S: Balist)

M-Line
The M-line has its roots in the cow Margot, a Moses-
daughter. She was bought from Austria, from the breeding
area around Ried, she was pregnant from the famous sire
Faro. Her Haxl-daughter Maritta was the champion cow in
the year 1985 at the 2nd German Fleckvieh Show.
